EEANM  co-coordinates the New Mexico 

Project Learning Tree program, along with the 

US Forest Service and NM State Forestry.  

Project Learning TreeÈ (PLT) is an award 

winning, multi-disciplinary environmental 

education program for educators and 

students in PreK-grade 12. EEANM  offers 

educator trainings in the curriculum, which 

has a preK-8 guidebook with 96 activities 

covering a broad range of environmental 

topics.  PLT also has secondary modules that 

focus on topics such as Forest Ecology, 

Municipal Solid Waste, Environmental Risk, 

Forests of the World, Biotechnology, and 

more.  In addition, PLT has an Early 

Childhood curriculum for ages 3-7.  Inservice 

trainings for whole schools are available for 

the preK-8 curriculum.
